Joan Salvans Piero, a Catalan industrialist, and Ernesto Diaz Noriega, a middle class student from Madrid, are the protagonists, their films and stories leading us through Spain in the period of the conflict. 





Spain in the 1930s was an economically under-developed country coming out from a long decline. This renaissance was to be reflected throughout the country’s political landscape. Catalan and Basque nationalism were political expressions of both economic and cultural renaissance. The anarchist movement, continuously growing in numbers, proved that the working classes had also been awakened. ��When the Spanish Civil War started, a choice either to support or oppose the Spanish Republic was not difficult to make: success for the Nationalists or Franco meant a free passage for Fascism and the end of the recently acquired rights of workers and peasants. Spain became the testing ground of political idealism. �


People from 53 countries went to Spain to join the International Brigades and offer their idealist support to the "legal" Republican government. For the advisers to the Republican government sent by Stalin and for the troops that Mussolini and Hitler provided for the Nationalist government, the conflict was different: a test case of weapons and international power politics.





“An anarchist wrote to me, seeing this film: this is more a story of a crime, than a fight for a better future of the poor people. I think he was right. I wanted to tell a story of a crime, because we see so many things around us, and if you look back in history we really don’t know what has happened. These family stories, these personal stories tell something of the unknown, the undiscovered, the private history of Spain. I think this was intruiging for me and a great challenge, still. After three years working on this film, I really don’t know what has happened, I am trying. Come with me on this journey. I think it is worth it.”��Peter Forgás, Director.
