Docspace curated screenings at Spectrum, Queen’s Hall, Edinburgh April 1 2007

Spectrum is a not-for-profit group that runs unique, musically focussed events and a mini-festival twice a year in Queen’s Hall, Edinburgh. Our policy is eclectic and is truly spectrum-wide. We aim to provide a stage for the creative arts in the East Scotland and the mini festival features music/performance on 2 stages, film, interactive media, and a market place, a chill out zone and food and drink.  Spectrum brings together emerging performing and audio-visual artists and established practitioners and producers, helping them to network, share skills and develop collaborative projects.  

Spectrum is growing constantly in quality and scope, and a part of this growth is to develop our commitment to include young people in the festival as artists, and as audiences.   Every event welcomes and caters for parents with children and unaccompanied young people as audiences and performers.  In April 2007, we extended the artistic space afforded to young people by including their films and encouraging them to discuss their art.  

In a creative alliance with Amy Hardie @ Docspace, Docspace curated and provided a mobile high definition projector to screen 11 short films, including animated films made by and for young people through Docspace outreach and short films from Bridging the Gap, as well as showcasing work by young Scottish filmmakers.  Animated films made by school students, the animated short ‘Dreams’ and ‘My Cousin Wallace’ were especially well received. Based on the strong response we now expect cinema to be an important part of our future work, especially bringing filmmakers together with other artists to create experimental multimedia experiences at live events.
